Budget  

Catch-Up  Sunday 

We are now over the half-

way point in our budget 

year, and now is a good 

time for evaluation.  While 

we have done far better 

than in the past, it is obvi-

ous that we need to make a 

greater commitment to the 

future.  At the present, we 

are behind in our 2010 an-

nual budget by $40,000.  

Granted, our church is in 

fairly good shape finan-

cially at the moment, how-

ever this is a budget that 

we need to meet.  Within a 

matter of weeks, our 

church will begin to make 

payments on our existing 

loan.  Thus, it is important 

for us to begin to meet the 

budget demands so that 

payments can be made.  

The answer to this  

dilemma is quite simple.  

We need to be obedient in 

the area of tithing and giv-

ing.  We are all aware of 

the influence of our econ-

omy on our giving, but we 

must be committed to the 

promise that “God will 

supply all our needs” ac-

cording to His ability and 

not ours.  This means that 

the resource is there.  We 

only need to tap into it.  

We must look to the Lord, 

the owner of all things in 

faith, believing that He is 

able.  He does not suffer 

from inflation or high in-

terest.  Faith proceeds 

God’s action.  This is not a 

time to decrease our 

budget; it is a time to in-

crease our faith!  The or-

ganized work of the local 

church depends entirely 

upon the systematic weekly 

giving of its membership.  

When you tithe, you give to 

the work of Christ in the 

same systematic way you 

handle other financial re-

sponsibilities.    When you 

tithe, you enable the 

church to plan for maxi-

mum use of its resources in 

its outreach ministry.  

When you tithe, you live an 

example before others of 

the value of following a 

systematic plan of giving.  

When you tithe, you are 

recognizing that God owns 

it all and you are depend-

ing upon Him to meet your 

needs.  When you tithe or 

excel in giving, you are tes-

tifying to the sincerity of 

your love for Jesus (II Co-

rinthians 8:8).  The time 

has come for us to show 

our true colors.  I appeal 

to you in the name of 

Christ, and on behalf of 

His church to do the 

following on Sunday, 

September 5th:  First, if 

you for some reason have 

fallen behind in your 

tithes and offerings, I urge 

you to remember your 

stewardship responsibili-

ties.  Don’t let anything 

cause you to be guilty of 

robbing the Lord (Malachi 

3:8-10).  Let’s prove the 

tithe on Sunday, Septem-

ber 5th.

A few 

people are taking notes, but for 

the most part they are passively 

sitting in the audience.  While 

some are probably disengaged, 

others are intently focused on
