I wonder if we have in some ways 

intentionally and in other ways 

unknowingly erected lines of de-

fense against the global purpose 

God has for our lives.  Itôs not un-

common to hear Christians say, 

ñWell, not everyone is called to 

foreign missions or witnessing.ò  

But where in the Bible is missions 

ever identified as an optional  

program in the church?  We have 

been created by God, saved from 

our sins, and blessed by God to 

make His glory known in all the 

world.  God has created us and 

commanded us to go to all  

nations.  We have taken this com-

mand, though, and reduced it to a 

calling -- something that only a few 

people receive.  I find it interesting 

that we donôt do this with other 

words from Jesus.  We take Jesusô 

command in Matthew 28 to make 

disciples of all nations, and we say, 

ñThat means other people.ò  But we 

look at Jesusô command in Mat-

thew 11:28, ñCome to me, all you 

who are weary and burdened, and I 

will give you rest,ò and we say ñNow 

that means me.ò  We take Jesusô 

promise in Acts 1:8 that the Spirit 

will lead us to the ends of the earth, 

and we say, ñThat means some peo-

ple.ò  But we take Jesusô promise in 

John 10:10 that we will have abun-

dant life, and we say, ñThat means 

me.ò  In the process we have un-

necessarily and unbiblically drawn 

a line of distinction, assigning the  

obligations  of Christianity to a few 

while keeping the privileges  of 

Christianity for us all.  Every saved 

person this side of heaven owes 

the gospel to every lost person this 

side of hell.  In our contemporary 

approach to missions, we have 

subtly taken ourselves out from 

under the weight of a lost and dy-

ing world, and said ñIôm sorry, Iôm 

just not called to that.ò  The result 

is tragic!  We are making excuses 

for not sharing the gospel.  We 

must all join together to fulfill 

Godôs purpose! (Radical  by Platt)

Everyone at Cropwell is needed to 

make this outreach a success!
