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FROM THE SENIOR PASTOR

“Merry After Christmas”

It’s been said that Decem-
ber 26th is the BLAHEST day
of the year. Everyone ex-
periences let down after the
excitement and anticipation
of Christmas. The tree
drooping in the corner has
somehow lost the magic
glow, here and there a dead
branch falls off. Late-arriving
Christmas cards received
little attention; furthermore,
85% of the expensive toys
you bought because the kids
saw them advertised on TV
are broken and litter the
house. The house is a mess.
You flop on the couch and
groan, “Thank goodness,
that’s over for another year.”
That’s not the way it was the
first Christmas. After the
original one, there was no
AFTER-CHRISTMAS BLAHS.
Listen to what Luke says
about the shepherds who
went to the stable that

memorable night to see Je-
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sus: “And the shepherds re-
turned (that’s after Christ-
mas), glorifying and praising
God for all the things that
they had heard and seen, as
it was told them.” Hereis
the proper sequel to Christ-
mas: glorifying and praising
God for all He’s done for us.
If our heart has become an-
other Bethlehem and Christ
has been born there and
dwells within, we’ll have a
great AFTER-CHRISTMAS.
What should we do after
Christmas? The Shepherds
heralded the message. The
Bible says, “And all those
who heard it marveled at
those things which were told
them by the shep-

herds” (Luke 2:18). The first
ones to be told this story
were also the first ones to
tell it! They didn’t keep their
joy to themselves. They saw
that it would minister to oth-
ers as it had ministered to

them, so they shared it.

They became men with a
mission. They also honored
the master. Verse 20 says,
“And the shepherds re-
turned, glorifying (this fits
His person) and praising
(this fits His performance)
God for all the things they
had seen, as it was told to
them.” The shepherds’ re-
sponse to the first Christmas
service is a perfect model for
all Christians. They faithfully
waited —then wondered—
then worshiped—then wit-
nessed. They set the tempo,
the pattern, the model, the
direction, the momentum for
us. The next move is ours.
Begin the new year by glori-
fying and praising God
through witnessing, praying,
devotion to His church and
allowing Christ to live His life

through you.
