     “I’m Forever Grateful” is 

the name of one of my favor-

ite songs.  It expresses the 

gratitude of my heart for the 

glorious truth that Jesus 

came to seek and save the 

lost.  A text of scripture 

comes to mind as I consider 

the spirit of gratitude that 

should prevail in the life of a 

Christian.  Colossians 3:15-17 

says, “Let the peace of Christ 

rule in your hearts, since as 

members of one body you 

were called to peace.  And be 

thankful.  Let the word of 

Christ dwell in you richly as 

you teach and admonish one 

another with all wisdom, and 

as  you sing psalms, hymns 

and spiritual songs with 

gratitude in your hearts to 

God.  And whatever you do, 

whether in word or deed, do 

it all in the name of the Lord 

Jesus, giving thanks to God 

the Father through Him.”  

The fullness of Christ comes 

from an overflow of His 

peace and His word and His 

name.  But did  you notice 

that in this incredible, com-

prehensive exhortation, 

every verse ends with a note 

of thanksgiving.  Verse 15 

ends with, “And be Thank-

ful.”  Verse 16 concludes 

with, “gratitude in your 

hearts to God.”  Verse 17 

says, “giving thanks to God 

the Father through Him.”  

The most direct of these 

exhortations to thankfulness 

is in verse 15, “And be thank-

ful.”  Literally it says, 

“become thankful,” because 

we are to keep striving for a 

deeper gratitude than we 

have yet attained.  Full pails 

cannot help but overflow.  

The fullness of the Spirit calls 

for a radical spirit of grati-

tude.  We are to thank God 

in the midst of difficulties for 

everything which is consis-

tent with His Fatherhood 

and His loving Son.  The full-

ness of the spirit rules out a 

grumbling, complaining, 

negative, sour spirit.  No one 

can be Spirit-filled and traffic 

in these things.  In America 

we, as a people, have so 

much.  Yet we characteristi-

cally mourn what we do not 

have: another’s house, car, 

job, vacation, even family!  

Such thanklessness indicates 

a life missing the fullness of 

the Holy Spirit.  On the other 

hand, a positive, thankful 

attitude announces the pres-

ence of the Holy Spirit.  A life
