Listed below are some 

ideas or practical ways you can be a blessing 

to your Pastors: 

1. Cut the Criticism:  Unlike most workers 

who are evaluated once or twice a year, 

pastors are often critiqued weekly after 

each worship service.  Let‟s stay away 

from having a critical spirit. 

2. Pray Regularly:  Ask God to protect your 

pastors and to cause them to grow in 

spiritual maturity and faith.  Pray that the 

Lord would bless them. 

3. Express Appreciation in Writing:  Take 

the opportunity this month to let your Pas-

tors know, in writing, how much their minis-

try means to you and your family.  Notes of 

encouragement are always a blessing. 

4. Use your Spiritual Gifts to be a Blessing 

to your Church.  This will be a great en-

couragement to your Pastors. 

5. Squelch Gossip:  If you hear a negative 

comment, respond with a positive one or 

just walk away.  James 1:26 says “If any-

one considers himself religious and yet 

does not keep a tight rein on his tongue, he 

deceives himself and his religion is worth-

less.” 

6. Throw away the Measuring Stick:  Lay 

aside personal agendas and preferences.  

Instead, focus on your leader‟s strong 

points.  Don‟t compare your Pastors to their 

predecessors or other church‟s pastors but 

rather accept them and love them for who 

God created them to be.
